WARNING: A child’s safety is your responsibility.

WARNING: Care should be taken as the underside mechanism of this glider could
present a hazard to other people when in use.

WARNING: Do not sit on the edge of the seat, armrests or on the backrest as this
could cause the chair to tip over.

WARNING: Do notleave children unattended on or beside the chair.

WARNING: Care should be taken as the underside mechanism of the chair could present a
hazard to other people when in use

* Be aware of the risk of open fire and other sources of heat, such as electric bar fires,
gas fires, etc. in the near vicinity of the glider chair.

e Do not use the glider chair if any part is broken or missing. Use only spare parts approved by
the manufacturer.

e All assembly fittings should be tightened properly and care should be taken to ensure
that no screws are loose, as a child could trap parts of the body, or clothing (e.g.
ribbons, drawstrings, necklaces) this could lead to strangulation.

e Regularly check that all fittings and components of the glider chair are fully tightened and in
working order.

e Wood is a natural material, the colour will darken with age.

e During assembly children should be kept away from the product due to possible
risk of injury.

ROUTINE CARE & MAINTENANCE

- Wipe away spills immediately to prevent staining.

- Use a cloth dampened with water and/or mild soap or a professional product to clean
the fabric - always test an inconspicuous area first.

- Allow upholstery to dry and brush lightly.

- DO NOT USE BLEACH.

- DO NOT USE any abrasive substances.

- From time to time, check your glider chair for loose screws, and worn parts.
Replace or adjust the parts as needed.
